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Lab Safety Procedures
During activities and laboratory experiments, students will abide by the following rules.  Any violations of these rules will result in the student not be able to participate in future labs or activities and other disciplinary actions.
1. Do not handle any materials until instructed to do so.

2. Perform only those experiments authorized by the teacher.  Carefully follow all instructions, both written and verbal.  Unauthorized experiments are not allowed.

3. Be prepared for you work during activities and labs.  Read all procedures thoroughly before beginning the lab.  

4. No fooling around in the classroom.  Horseplay, practical jokes, and pranks are dangerous and prohibited.

5. Report any accidents (spills, breakage, etc.) or injury of a student to the teacher immediately.  Do not panic.
6. All chemicals in the lab are considered dangerous.  Avoid handling chemicals with your fingers.  Do not taste, smell, or drink any chemical.
7. Never remove any chemicals or equipment from the classroom.

8. Never handle broken glass with your bare hands.  Use a broom and dustpan to clean up the broken glass, place it in the trash, and put a sign on the trashcan to alert everyone of broken glass.

9. Do not operate a hot plate by yourself.  Take care so that clothing and hands are at a safe distance form the hot plate at all times.

11. Clean and return any materials to their proper place before leaving the classroom.
12. Wash your hands when you finish cleaning.

1. Title – What is the lab about.

2. Hypothesis – Write a possible explanation that requires further testing.

3. Pre-Lab Questions – Answer any pre-lab questions found on the handout.

4. Data Results – Create a table and/or graph of the data results as instructed by the directions.

5. Post-Lab Questions – Answer all post-lab questions found on the handout.

6. Conclusions – Write a summary of what you did and what you learned by completing the lab.
